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Entry

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Elevator and Stairs 

To get to the toy galleries upstairs, we can take the elevator or the stairs.  

On the stairs, I walk by the Toytisserie sculpture. The line of toys is over 100 feet 

long! If I look closely, I can see it spinning and changing color. 

In the elevator, 1 is the 1st floor where the miniatures and lobby are, and 2 

is the 2nd floor where the toys are. B is Basement. Only staff go there. 
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Toy Galleries 

The toy galleries are on the second floor. I can explore with my group and even 

push buttons on certain cases.  

Spinning the wheel on the big optical toy can be fun!
